NOTICE: 

Seven days notice must be given to the district commander of the PSNI

FEES:

There are no fees

REFERENCES:

The legislation is contained in Article 45 of the Licensing (Northern Ireland) Order 1996.

OPERATING CONDITIONS:

There are no operating conditions relating to this type of late extension. Only 20 such extensions may be granted each year.

REQUIREMENTS:

You will need a copy of the notice of application for each date that you are hoping to have “Additional Permitted” hours.
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
