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Itis an offence to sell intoxicating liquor to a person under the age of 18 on these premises.

Itis an offence to sell intoxicating liquor to any person for consumption by a person under the age
of 18 on these premises.

Itis an offence for a person under the age of 18 to purchase or consume intoxicating liquor on
these premises.

Tt is an offence for any person to purchase intoxicating liquor for a person under the age of 18 on
these premises.

Where there is doubt as to whether a person is aged 18 years or over, intoxicating liquor will not
be sold 1o the person on these premises except on production of evidence showing the person to be
18 or over. Acceptable proof of age documents are:
